Judging for 
regional awards took place at the Association’s national headquarters in Des Plaines, Illinois, in 
mid-January.  An impartial panel of judges who are experts within the industry and associated 
fields, selected winners based on each entrant’s “before and after” photography and project 
description.  Judging was based on problem solving, functionality, aesthetics, craftsmanship, 
innovation, degree of difficulty and entry presentation. 
 
Trophies will be awarded at the 2006 Evening of ExcellenceSM in San Francisco on March 18, 
2006, where National CotY Winners and Achievement Award Winners will also be announced and 
awarded.
